The above story describes the sceskown below. This painting,by local artist Angela Hedderick,
depicts the plantation at Federal Hill in Allegany County circa 1830, now known as the Evergreen
Museum. The plantation manor was created by adding on to the original Federal Hill house, & 1
story log/frame cabin, built at the site in the 1780s. After the plantation was sold in 1869, it was
further renovated to create a large Victorian farmhouse, now painted white, where visitors may see
how the house evolved from a cabin to a plantation ta large six bedroom Victorian house with its
distinctive castle turret. This painting, which was commissioned by the Evergreen Heritage Centel
Foundation and funded in part by the Allegany Arts Council and the Council of the Alleghenies, is
on display atthe Museum.

This spring, the Evergreen Heritage Center (EHC) Foundation, in
partnership with the Appalachian Regional Commission,
Frostburg State University (FSU), the FSU Foundation, and the
Maryland Department of Juvenile Services, worked together to
create a new Ogreen®stroom facility at the Evergreen Heritage
Center. The purpose of the project was to not only provide
additional restroom facilities for the growing number of EHC
students and visitors, but to build an accessible facility that would
showcasebest envirmmental and educational practicesThe
partners chose to structure the project so that it would provide a
learning experience for students participating in the design and
landscaping of the facility, green job skills for adjudicated youth who ~ Ribborcutting event on May"1
helped asserle the facility, and educational materials explaining with our project partne
the facilityOs OgreenO technoldgyall audiences visiting theEHC.

The facility design that was seldged includes two seHcontained composting toilets, each in a
separate room.Unlike a conventional outhouse that allows waste to seep into the ground, the
compoding toilet facility contains the waste in a large composter base where decomposition
occurs. The composting processonverts human waste int@ safe,odor-free compost and liquid
fertilizer for beneficial use at the EHC. After five years of operation, each restroom is anticipatec
to generate about four bushels of compost per year, which canused as a soil amendment in
lawns or landscaping Maintenance includes adding one gallon of pinehavings to the toilets
weekly. Solarpowered ventilation fans and pine shavings keep the decomposition process aerol
(with oxygen) and prevent odors.

The solar panels used for the restroomare mounted on a platform adjacent to the building This
unique setup allowsstudents and visitorgo view the panels and learn more about their operation.
Each solar panel generates 80 watts of power during daylight and also recharges a battery for n
daylight hours.

The ribbon-cutting ceremony for the new faitity was held on May 19", attended by the project
partners as well as representatives for Senators Mikulski and Cardin, who supported this unique
project.

Interpretive signs explain the sustainable features of our restroom as compared to the resources
used in a typical restroom. We invite you to try out our newest facility for yourself!
